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Marker Lights and Electric Lamps

Note: The lamp unit shown on this plate is suitable for use as a sema-
phore electric lamp or for use as a marker light where long range is not re-
quired. Where a long range marker light is desired, we recommend the
type D, one-indication unit shown on Plate H2113, Fig. D.

The lamp unit is regularly supplied with the 5 inch standard doublet lens unit,
the outer lens being 5 inches in diameter of clear glass to give a 8 degree beam spread

around the axial beam and the inner lens being 32¢ inches in diameter.

TUnless otherwise specified all semaphore lamps will be furnished with an inner
clear lens to give a clear white indieation and marker lights with an inner red lens to-
give a red indication.

When specified an outer lens of the Spredlite type will be furnished to give a 6
degree spread either side of axial beam.

Lamp bulbs and transformers are not included with marker lights or electric lamps

as listed, but must be ordered separately, See Plate H1911 for lamp bulbs and Plate

P0102 for Lransformers.

Transformers, when specified separately, can be mounted in lamp case before

shipment if desired.

Resistance unils suitable for mounting in this lamp case are shown on Plate N1301

and will be mounted before shipment when specified.

Marker lights and electric lamps are regularly equipped with one A, R. A ter-

minal block.

Unless otherwise specified, marker lights and electric lamps will be furnished as

shown with plain covers without bulls eye back light Fig. X or peep hole Fig. Y.

For additiomd lamp brackets see Plates 11711 and 1713,

ALIGNMENT

Tor the purpose of easily aligning the lamp with the track, the top of each lamp
case has three points of contact accurately placed and arranged for attaching a portable

sighting device Fig. C. This sighting device is furnished only when ordered.
